THE PARTIES:
1. POLSKIE SIECI ELEKTROENERGETYCZNE S.A., a company incorporated under the laws of Poland, having its registered office at Warszawska 165, 05-520 Konstancin-Jeziorna, Poland, entered in the National Court Register under number KRS 0000197596 by the District Court for the Capital City of Warsaw, 14th Commercial Department of the National Court Register and the share capital of 9,605,473,000.00 PLN, paid in full amount, hereinafter referred to as “PSE”, duly represented by [●],

2. [NEMO] [Company’s identification data and address], hereinafter referred to as “NEMO”, duly represented by [●],

PSE and NEMO, hereinafter are jointly referred to as the “Parties”.

WHEREAS:
1. On 12.11.2019 PSE adopted the Regulation implementing Conditions for cross-zonal capacity allocation and other necessary mechanisms to support operation of more than one NEMO in Poland (the “Regulation”).
2. According to Article 3.1.1 of the Regulation, upon completing the accession process as set forth in Article 9 of the Regulation, on the Accession Day, PSE and a NEMO enter into a bilateral contract for an indefinite period of time under the terms and conditions specified in the following documents:
a. the Regulation with its Appendixes;
b. the Conditions for cross-zonal capacity allocation and other necessary mechanisms to support operation of more than one NEMO in Poland (the “MNA”);
c. the Instruction of Transmission System Operation and Maintenance – System Balancing and Congestion Management or Terms and Conditions related to Balancing from the date of its entry into force (the “IRiESP Balancing”);
d. the Accession Form signed by a NEMO and PSE. 
(the “MNA Operational Agreement” or the “MNA OA”).
3. According to Article 9.1 of the Regulation, any NEMO is entitled to become a Party to the MNA Operational Agreement through accession by signing the Accession Form prepared on the table included in Appendix 4 to the Regulation. In order to receive Accession Form, NEMO must send to PSE the Application prepared on the table constituting Appendix 3 to the Regulation.
4. On [●] NEMO sent to PSE the Application. The Application has been verified by PSE and the process of adherence was successfully completed by NEMO.
5. The intention of the Parties is to enter into the MNA Operational Agreement on the Accession Day.



The Parties agree as follows:

1. The MNA Operational Agreement
1.1. The Parties enter, on the Accession Day, into the MNA Operational Agreement under the terms and conditions specified in this Accession Form as well as in the following documents:
a. the Regulation with its Appendixes;
b. the MNA;
c. the IRiESP Balancing.
1.2. The detailed NEMO data and other information required by PSE, necessary to adhere to the MNA OA by the NEMO, is included in the Application sent by the NEMO to PSE, constituting the Appendix 1 to this Accession Form.
1.3. The NEMO hereby accepts and undertakes to fulfil the PSE security and technical requirements  included in the Appendix 2 to this Accession Form. 

2. The Accession Day
The Parties agree on the following Accession Day, i.e. a day on which NEMO becomes a Party to the MNA Operational Agreement as an operational/a non-operational NEMO as defined under Article 4.1.5 of the Regulation[footnoteRef:1]: [●]. 3. The final provisions
3.1. For the purposes of this Accession Form, the definitions inserted in the Appendix 1 to the Regulation shall apply.
3.2. This Accession Form and the MNA OA shall be governed by and be construed in accordance with Polish law.  
3.3. This Accession Form enters into force on the date of its last signature.
3.4. Any dispute arising under, in connection to or in the framework of this Accession Form or the MNA OA (including, for the avoidance of doubt, related to the conclusion of it and its validity) between the parties shall take place according to the procedure set out in Article 20 of the Regulation. 
3.5. To any matters not regulated therein, provisions of the Regulation shall apply.
3.6. This Accession Form is executed in two identical counterparts in English/Polish, one for each Party. 
3.7. The following appendices are inseparable part of this Accession Form:
a. Appendix 1 – the Application.
b. Appendix 2 – the Configuration data.
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
